
Facebook Page Tips   

Facebook is the largest media in the world; you might want to 

know how to use it... 

    

What's got over 500,000,000 users and is still growing?  

What is part of an environment where 63% of all people go 

before making a buying decision?  What media is increasing 

in value to the point where dollar amounts can be associated 

with your "fans"?  What media channels search 

engines, provides nearly all consumers with content and 

represents the fastest market growth area for baby boomer 

women?  That's right, it's Facebook.  However, if you jump 

into the social media fray incorrectly; you could do more 

harm than good.  Let's start with some basics to get your page started on the right 

track...   

  
At Kansas Main Street Quarterly Training, we learned some basic skills from the social media 

experts at www.resultsrevolution.com  Mariana and Andy Chapman had a few suggestions 

for businesses setting up a proper Facebook "page". 
  
First, profiles and pages are different.  Profiles are for people, Pages are for Businesses, 

Organizations or Groups.  Click on www.facebook.com/pages/create.php to create your 

page.  You must have a Facebook profile (a personal page) prior to creating a Page.

 When you connect to the "Create a Page" within Facebook, you will be presented with several 

options.  BE CAREFUL.  Most of you will want to select the "Local Business" option. 

  

  

  

When you set your "Page Name", be equally careful.  "Page Name's" are the one aspect of 

Facebook that you cannot change.  You can add additional pages, but you cannot change the 

names set within existing pages.  Extend your name beyond your basic company name to include 

terms that people may search for.  For example, if a gift store started a Facebook "Page", after 

their name they may include terms like "candles, figurines, gourmet food, home decor and 

holiday gifts".  Those items are not part of their name, but individuals searching for those terms 

within Facebook would see the business "pop up" in a search because those key words were 

utilized in the Page name description. 

  

   



In the upper left hand corner of your "Page" you will notice a "Profile Picture".  This "Pic" is 

extremely valuable real estate.  Remember that the picture default size in Facebook is long, so 

feel free to add information under a logo, like upcoming events or specials.  Also, remember to 

change your businesses profile picture at least once a month.  The change will add interest to 

your page and your alterations will show up on the pages of your "fans".  To change a profile 

picture, scroll over the profile picture with your cursor and you will see a "change picture" button 

pop up on the upper right hand corner of the profile picture.  Click the button and follow the 

directions.  

  

 
Immediately below the Profile Picture is a box commonly referred to as the "something about 

you" box.  This area is another valuable area within your page because search engines can read 

text listed here.  Make this section brief but key word rich (key words are common search terms 

or phrases for your business or industry).  

  



 
A frequent error by business owners is utilizing the "Wall" as your default entry page.  Above 

you can view the Emporia Main Street Fan Page "Wall", but by setting the "Info" tab as your 

default entry page, you can optimize your page for search engines.  First, click on "Edit Page."

After clicking on "Edit Page" you will want to alter the "Wall Settings" to make the "Info Tab" 

your default landing page. 

  

  

  

Once you set your Default Landing Tab for "Info", make sure you add A LOT of text and 

hyperlinks back to your web site.  The text on the info pages can be scanned by search engines 

and the inclusion of hyperlinks can direct people to your web site and increase your web site 

ranking.
